Huntersville Town Board Meeting

Public Hearings

Conduct continuation of public hearing on Petition #R08-06, a request by Glenwood Development Company to rezone 59.92 acres located along NC 73 near Davidson-Concord Road from Rural to Highway Commercial – Conditional District.  Staff requests public hearing be continued to January 5, 2009.  Commissioner McAulay made a motion to continue public hearing to January 5, 2009.  Commissioner Julian seconded motion.  Commissioner Lucas made a substitute motion to close the public hearing and send it to the Planning Board.  Commissioner Jeter seconded motion.  Substitute motion failed 2 to 3 – Commissioners Lucas and Jeter in favor; Commissioners McAulay, Sisson and Julian opposed.  Commissioner McAulay amended her motion to continue public hearing to January 5, 2009 and send it to the Planning Board so they can start their deliberations.  Commissioner Julian seconded amended motion.  Motion carried 4 to 1, with Commissioner Jeter opposed.
Other Business

A. Consider decision on Petition #ANNEX08-02, a request by American Asset Corporation to annex a portion of the Bryton development into the Town of Huntersville.  Commissioner Jeter made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lucas seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
B. Consider decision on Petition #ANNEX08-03, a request by Crosswinds at Vermillion, LLC to annex portions of the Valencia subdivision into the Town of Huntersville.  Commissioner Jeter made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lucas seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
C. Consider decision on Petition #ANNEX08-04, a request by Huntingtown Village residents to annex seven parcels into the Town of Huntersville.  Commissioner Jeter made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lucas seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
D. Consider appointment to the Lake Norman Regional Transportation Committee.  Commissioner Sisson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Lucas.  Commissioner Jeter seconded motion.  Motion carried 4 to 1, with Commissioner Julian opposed.
E. Direct Town Transportation Engineer to move forward with the proposed MacAulay subdivision traffic-calming plan.  Commissioner Jeter made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Sisson seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
F. Clarification of a motion on the Estates at Arbormere.  Commissioner Sisson made a motion to clarify the motion to deny the Estates at Arbormere on October 20, 2008 in order to state the sections of the Subdivision Ordinance that the proposed subdivision did not meet as noted in the original motion.  Based on the reasons given for denial, the Estates at Arbormere did not meet Section 6.200.2 Conformity, based on the facts presented that there were flooding issues and this is not consistent with “In areas with established and/or approved development, new subdivisions shall be planned to protect and enhance the stability, environment, health and character of neighboring areas.”  Section 6.200.3 Access Between Adjoining Properties requires developments to have a connected street pattern and to connect to adjacent properties.  The Estates at Arbormere does not meet this requirement based on the fact that Phase 1 and 2 containing 73 lots are accessed through approved developments that have not been built.  Phase 3 containing 26 lots does not connect by streets to Phase 1 and 2 of the development.  Section 6.200.19 Impact of Development on public facilities based on the fact that limited road improvements to existing streets were proposed for the addition of 99 lots.  Commissioner Jeter seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
G. Approve contract proposal between Kimley-Horn and the Town of Huntersville, with authorization to begin TIA upon receipt of study funds from the applicant and appropriate funds received from the applicant in the amount of $26,900 to provide for the study.  Commissioner Lucas made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Jeter seconded motion.  Motion carried 4 to 1, with Commissioner Sisson opposed.
